The reporting function of IAPro provides the ability to quickly retrieve usable information in a
timely manner to compare data from yearyar. IAPro allows for identifying trends as the year
progresses as opposed to waiting until the end of the year as well, by utilizing the Early Intervention
component of the system.

Firearm Discharge

Parker Police Officers were wived in two (2) fatal shootings in 2017. The first
incidentoccurred in November and involved adut male who was reported as
suspiciousWhen officers contacted the suspicious male, he ran. Once Officers caught
up to the male, he turned and pointedr@rm at the officers. Three (3) Parker

Officers fired at the subject and killed him.

The second incident in 20li@volved a deployment of the Douglas County Regional
SWAT Team, of which several Parker Police Officers serve on. This incident occurred

Police members participated in the SWAT entry team that went iagoue a Deputy
andeliminate a threafadult male} hat had kil |l ed a Dougl a

The Parler members fired on the subjectd killed him.

In 2013, there was one incident whé&refficers discharged their weapons as a RTR.
This incident involved a vehicle pursuit that originated in the Town of Castle Rock.
The suspect vehicle was coming towdtdeker, so patrol officers deployed sstipks

on the roadway for the impending pursuit. The suspect, after seeing police lights
ahead, drove offoad, directly at a Parker officer. The truck missed the officer by a
couple of feet, at which time 3 Parkdficers fired on the suspect vehicle with their
department issued ARS rifles. One suspect inside of the vehicle was hit, withifieon
threatening injuries. The suspects then traveled into a neighborhood and ditched the
stolen vehicle they were in. Thaspets were captured hours latertive

neighborhood by Parker Officers.

There were no Officer Involved Shootings in 2014 or 2015.




Firearm Deployment

gun-point and has taken their right of free will away until the scene is rendered safe.

Taser /CE W:

In 2017 there were 5 Taser uses in 5 inciddnt2016 there were 6 Taser usesin 5
incidentsln 2015 there were 6 Taser uses im&dentsln 2014 there were 3 Taser
uses in 3 incidents. In 2013te were 4 Taser uses im2idents.

The Taser is a useful tool which enables officers to overcome higher resistance with a
lesser probability for injury to the officer and the subject. Each Taser use was reviewec
by the supervisor, defensive tacticsesugor and patrocommanderand all were
found to be within policy.




ASP/Impact Weapon :

Firearm Deployments:

After three years of decline, firearm deployments reported sharply increased.iT2i81g a dta

escalation techniques the effectiveness of officer presence and verbal commands, whereas reducing
the need to draw firearms.

Physical Resistance:

The data in this report shows a growing trend in physical (Defensive and Active) resistance displayed
by citizens against office rising trend beyond regular growth in this catggoould mean a
change in societalpproach to compliance with law enforcemefiicers, or an outcome from a
change in training or tactics based onredealation techniques by officers.

Mental Health Calls

After years of consistent data in regard to RTR and Mental Health, 28162017 have become
the new normal for RR evens involvingmental healthMonitoring this category will be important
in years to come to analyze the impact of training and projects.

Age and Race:

The age in the data for the last five yeatsei®wthe majority age group for Parker

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Policy :

The Department concludecesearctand implemented at the end of 2015 a system where field
officers nowhave the abilityd enter resistance reports electroniciiipugh the I1APro Blue Team
functionality This will continue to track statistics in a more accurate fashion, while maintaining a
solid chain of command within the department.

The Department implemented Body Worn Cameras for all enforcement membegptentoer of
2015.We haveseen positive effects based on the time needed and accuracy given to investigate RTR
complaints We haveexperienced more efficient internal affairs investigations due to the availability
of BWC footage. BWC footagea standardeview portion of all RTR reports submitted through

the BlueTeam applicatiorReviewing sergeants asdmmanderseview BWC footage prior to

signing off on RTR reports.

2017sawthe implementation of a new program; where the Parker Police Deparbraught on a
mental health professional. Thiegmplemensour 100% certification of all officers in the CIT
program.

A new approach to tracking Taser Laser deployments (without dischangisig)plemented in

2017. This procedurss similar to firearm delpyments; whereas officenscord Taser Deployments
through the RMS system like they do for firearm deployments. This should help the Department in
gathering more accurate data for future years in this category.

Equipment /Training

A shooting decision simutatwaspurchasd by the Department, and was installaring the first
half of 2015. This simulator, coupled with specific trainorgfepartment instructorgqutsofficers
in realistic situations, to better train and brief situations they may encouritey field.

At the beginning of 2017, 100%4 patrol officers were certified @risis Interventionraining
(CIT).

Simunition training arrest control and driving training have all beefusedtogether to better

equip officers mentally with fullexgarios; rather than breaking different parts of-tdalevents
down into separate disciplines.
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
